The Captain of Archers must be a paid member of the SCA and be an actively warranted
archery marshal.

* Ensure MICs from practices and events submit royal round scores and incident reports
as necessary
* Report on archery activities within the Barony for the monthly business meetings
» Ensure Baronial archery equipment is properly maintained and stored, and replace as
necessary

e - Coordinate with the Knight Marshal and Event Steward(s) for events with archery within
the Barony, including any supplies needed

e < Monitor the Archery Rankings and present Archer, Marksman, and Bowman badges to
members of the Populace in Baronial Court
